A SIGNALIZED  CROSSWALK , otherwise known as a 

pedestrian hybrid beacon, has been installed on 

South Lamar north of Oxford. By allowing pedes-

trians to cross Lamar between the bus stops at 

Birds Barbershop and Office Depot, the light 

makes it easier and safer for bus riders to make 

their connections between north -south routes and 

the east -west Oltorf route. It also allows pedestri-

ans and cyclists to avoid the messy traffic around 

the Black Sheep Lodge at Kinney, where the pub-

lic right -of-way is often blocked by parked cars 

and motorcycles.
